This exhibition features “child prints” which depict children's lives, “genre prints” and
“narrative prints” which show parental affection, and “toy prints” which children look at or play with,
created by Harunobu Suzuki, Utamaro Kitagawa, Hiroshige Utagawa, Kuniyoshi Utagawa, and Yoshifuji
Utagawa. About 170 pieces of ukiyo-e in which children are warmly and affectionately expressed or in
which energetic children at play are depicted are on display, as well as the toys, scroll prints, and folding
screens which appear in those ukiyo-e. This exhibition focuses on “playing” which contains the Japanese
aesthetic senses, such as works related to “good luck” and “laughs” which best suit the New Year. This

introduction to the world of ukiyo-e is sure to entertain both adults and children.
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
